• If fitted with tailgate liner , unscrew the 4 factory screws as shown. The aluminium tailgate rail can go on top of the
tailgate liner and the 4 factory screws can be used again to attach the tailgate rail.

Attach the plastic ‘J Retainer’ on front of the Tonneau Cover
to the front lip of the Ute tub, located behind the cab window.

Engage the back of Tonneau Cover first, followed by the sides.

Use the pull tabs to assist whenever you open or
close your cover.

CCCNote: Ensure the support bars are fitted underneath
the Tonneau Cover to prevent water ingress and
to keep the cover tight.

Note: Fitment will be tight straight out of the box, but this
should loosen up a little after a week or so.

ADJUSTING THE TENSION OF THE COVER

“L” set here if cover is tight and hard to clip on.

“H” set here if cover is loose or if water is pooling on it.

To adjust the tension of the cover, you must adjust the height of the support bar.
To do this, we have designed a patented adjustable bracket system which will
allow you to freely adjust the height to any position within the range of the bracket.

•

Simply loosen the bolt which goes through the Bar Bracket and then move
the bracket either up or down until the bolt is at your desired level. Re-tighten the
bolt.

•

Your Adjustable Bar Bracket has a large tension range.
“L” lowers the height and loosens the cover.
“H” increases the height and tightens the cover.
