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ADJUSTING THE TENSION OF THE COVER

e To adjust the tension of the cover, you must adjust the height of the support bar.
To do this, we have designed a patented adjustable bracket system which will
allow you to freely adjust the height to any position within the range of the bracket.

Simply loosen the bolt which goes through the Bar Bracket ®and then move
the bracket either up or down until the bolt is at your desired level. Re-tighten the
bolt.

® Your Adjustable Bar Bracket has a large tension range.
“L” lowers the height and loosens the cover.
“H” increases the height and tightens the cover.

“L” set here if cover is tight and hard to clip on.
“H” set here if cover is loose or if water is pooling on it.
